1. International applicants to the INI Exchange program will require an F-1 visa to enter the U.S. and register for classes and/or complete a thesis project work at Carnegie Mellon. To acquire the F-1 visa, students must complete an International Student Information Form and provide all necessary documents to obtain an I-20 certificate. The INI will supply the student with the necessary forms.

2. While at Carnegie Mellon’s Information Networking Institute (INI) the student will be subject to all policies and procedures of the INI and the university that all students are subject to.

3. Exchange students are required to pay additional tuition for attendance of courses and are responsible for all fees assessed by the university.

4. Students applying for the Exchange program must meet all deadlines and complete all requirements as stipulated including obtaining all required signatures and submitting all required documentation. Failure to do so will either delay or void the application process. Students will be expected to complete the required process in time to obtain the necessary visa to enter the U.S. at least one week prior to the start of the first semester of entry.

5. Students will be expected to adhere to the course of study or project timeline they have submitted in obtaining approval of their application to the Exchange Program and complete their program or return to their home university when in the semester and year stated on the application. Students who have not met the conditions of entry into the Exchange Program may be required to return to their home university without completing the stated purpose of entry.

6. Students will be provided all accommodations provided to all other INI students.

Students entering the INI Exchange program will need to submit the following documents:


- Completed application form


- Approved thesis proposal with completed signature page (if you are completing your thesis project)


- Financial documents (as requested in the I-20 document)


- Copy of Passport (as requested in the I-20 document)

The INI will provide:


- Review and approval of the application


- Assistance in completing the I-20 documents


- Assistance in meeting the requirements of the application process


- Information on entering Pittsburgh, finding accommodations, attending orientation events, etc….


- Advising services for selecting classes, registering for classes, working within the CMU system
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
